ORDER CANCELING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

On May 24, 2002, the Commission issued an order scheduling a prehearing conference for June 5, 2002.  On June 5, 2002, Southwestern Bell Telephone Company and MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC, Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., contacted the Regulatory Law Judge and assured her that all outstanding disputes have been resolved.  Based on the parties’ assurances, the Regulatory Law Judge canceled the prehearing conference.  On June 5, 2002, the parties filed a notice confirming that they had resolved their outstanding disputes in this matter.

The Arbitration Order, issued February 28, 2002, directed MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC, Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., to submit their conformed interconnection agreements to the Staff of the Commission within 30 days of the effective date of the Arbitration Order.  As that date has passed, the Commission will amend this deadline.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the prehearing conference scheduled for June 5, 2002, is canceled.

2. That the parties shall submit their conformed interconnection agreements to the Staff of the Commission within 20 days following the effective date of this order.

3. That this order shall become effective on June 16, 2002.
