ORDER SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

This order directs the parties to appear at a prehearing conference. 

On March 18, 2002, Southwestern Bell Telephone Company  filed a Motion to Update Attachment 17 of the Missouri 271 Interconnection Agreement (M2A).  The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., IP Communications of the Southwest, and NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., each filed responses to that motion.  Southwestern Bell filed a reply to those responses.

In the motion and the responses thereto, issues have been raised regarding whether the Commission can direct Southwestern Bell to include certain Performance Measures without first having an arbitration.  The Commission finds that a prehearing conference should be held to discuss the pending issues and possible further procedural schedules.  Therefore, the Commission will direct Southwestern Bell, Staff, and any other interested party to appear at a prehearing conference.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That a prehearing conference is scheduled for this case on August 1, 2002, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The prehearing conference will be held in Room 305 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act. 2. That this order shall become effective on July 27, 2002.
