ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 28, 2002, the Commission issued its Arbitration Order. By subsequent order, the Commission extended this deadline to July 6, 2002.

The Commission will direct Staff to file a status report regarding the parties’ progress.  Staff should verify whether the parties have submitted the required interconnec​tion agreements.  If the parties have filed the requested agreements, Staff shall notify the Commission of the date Staff anticipates filing its recommendation regarding the interconnection agreements.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a status report no later than August 1, 2002, as directed above.

2. That this order shall become effective on July 28, 2002.
