BROOKS AND MCIWORLDCOM REPLY TO SWBT'S RESPONSE TO SUBMISSION OF FULLY EXECUTED SIGNATURE PAGES


Come Now Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc. and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. ("WorldCom") and Reply to SWBT's Response to Submission of Fully Executed Signature Pages.


1.
Fully executed agreements were timely submitted by WorldCom on September 30, 2002 as ordered by the Commission.


2.
SWBT is solely responsible for the absence of its original signature to the agreements.


3.
SWBT had indicated that it would not sign the agreements due to the WorldCom bankruptcy.  While it also indicated that it was continuing to consider the matter, despite repeated inquiries through various channels it did not advise the involved WorldCom personnel that it was willing to sign the agreements until after 4:00 PM on Friday, September 27, 2002.
  WorldCom advised SWBT at that time that the filings were already prepared and ready for counsel to take home, as counsel was traveling to the Commission on the morning of September 30, 2002 for another matter and planned to make the filings at that time.  Despite the last-minute nature of SWBT's change of plans, WorldCom revised the pleadings by deleting references to SWBT's previous refusal to sign.  Further, counsel waited for SWBT to send directions as to where to send original signature pages to SWBT.  Those directions arrived after 5:00 PM on September 27, 2002.  In those directions, for the first time SWBT requested three original signature pages for each agreement.  Unfortunately, counsel for WorldCom did not have that many originals to send, could not get more at the time from out-of-state personnel, nor could SWBT be reached to discuss the matter further.  Accordingly, WorldCom sent the available one original signature page for each agreement to SWBT per the directions.  WorldCom proceeded to file the agreements on September 30, 2002, and filed copies of the fully executed signature pages later that day after receiving them from SWBT.

WorldCom has no idea why SWBT filed its Response instead of simply filing the original signature pages that it is holding and making arrangements to get more from WorldCom.  There is no substantive dispute over these two fully-executed agreements.  Nonetheless, WorldCom offers this Reply to clarify the record.


WHEREFORE, Brooks and MCI WorldCom request the Commission to approve their interconnection agreements with SWBT.
