ORDER SETTING POSTHEARING CONFERENCE

On February 28, 2002, the Commission issued its Arbitration Order in which it directed the parties, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company (SWBT), MCImetro Access Transmission services, L.L.C., Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. (MCIWC), to incorporate the Commission’s resolution of each open issue in their interconnection agreements and provide drafts of the conformed agreements to the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission.  The Commission directed Staff to review the draft interconnection agreements and determine whether or not they comply with the Commission’s order.

On September 30, 2002, Brooks and MCIWC filed their interconnection agreements with copies of the fully executed signature pages.  Brooks and MCIWC indicated that the original signature pages would be filed later.  From September 30, 2002, to October 7, 2002, Brooks, MCIWC, and SWBT filed several pleadings regarding a dispute over the signature pages.

The parties have not yet filed a MCImetro interconnection agreement.  Instead, they have filed several rounds of pleadings indicating significant disagreement regarding this interconnection agreement.

The Commission’s Arbitration Order directed the parties to promptly file their conformed interconnection agreements.  As the parties are still having difficulties with this directive, the Commission finds that a posthearing conference should be scheduled to address each of the three interconnection agreements.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That a posthearing conference shall be held on October 16, 2002, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The conference will be held at the Commission’s offices in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, Room 305.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act. 2. That this order shall become effective on October 16, 2002.
