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On September 30, 2002, MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. (WorldCom) and Southwestern Bell Telephone Company L.P. d/b/a/ Southwestern Bell Telephone (SWBT) (collectively, the Parties) electronically filed an interconnection agreement.     As WorldCom indicates in the pleading attached to the interconnection agreement, the Parties agreed to adopt certain portions of the M2A.

3. The agreement also includes, by agreement of the parties, a mutually executed Amendment Superceding Certain Reciprocal Compensation, Interconnection and Trunking Terms.
The parties submitted the proposed Agreement to the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) pursuant to the terms of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (Act).  The Telecommunications Department Staff (Staff) has reviewed the proposed Agreement and believes it meets the limited requirements of the Act.  Specifically, the Agreement: 1) does not discriminate against telecommunications carriers not party to the Agreement and 2) is not against the public interest, convenience or necessity.  Staff recommends approval of the filed agreement.  Staff further recommends the Commission direct the Parties to submit any modifications or amendments to the Commission for approval.
