ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 28, 2002, the Commission issued its Arbitration Order in which it directed Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company (SWBT), MCImetro Access Transmission services, L.L.C., Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. (MCIWC), to incorporate the Commission’s resolution of each open issue in their interconnection agreements and provide drafts of the conformed agreements to the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission.  The Commission directed Staff to review the draft interconnection agreements and determine whether or not they comply with the Commission’s order.

On September 30, 2002, Brooks and MCIWC filed their interconnection agreements.  By order issued November 5, 2002, the Commission approved the Brooks and MCIWC interconnection agreements.  However, the parties have been unable to agree upon the proper wording of an interconnection agreement between MCImetro and SWBT.  The parties have appeared for a posthearing conference and have filed various pleadings outlining the areas of disagreement. 

The Commission finds that it would be aided in its review of this matter if the parties would brief the following questions: Does the doctrine of functus officio preclude the Commission from addressing any or all of the parties’ areas of disagreement?   Why or why not?

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than April 18, 2003, the parties shall file responses as noted above.

2. That no later than April 23, 2003, any party may file a reply to the filings ordered in paragraph one.

3. That this order shall become effective on April 18, 2003.
