MCI'S REPLY TO SBC'S RESPONSE TO ORDER DIRECTING FILING


Comes Now MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC (MCI) and for its Reply to SBC's Response to Order Directing Filing issued on April 10, 2003 states to the Commission:

SBC indicates in its Response that it agrees with MCI that the doctrine of functus officio does not preclude the Commission from completing its work in this proceeding.

However, SBC strays from the directives of the Order Directing Filing by reiterating yet again its positions both on issues that remain before the Commission and issues that do not remain before the Commission.  MCI will not belabor the record by reiterating its prior responses to SBC's arguments.  The Commission already has before it and is well aware of the various pleadings and oral arguments submitted by MCI since the issuance of the award that demonstrate that SBC's arguments are without merit.   But with reference to the Commission's concerns about the doctrine of functus officio, it is clear from the record that the issues regarding Attachment 27 are completely resolved.
  There is no exception to the doctrine of functus officio that would permit the Commission to re-open these issues after issuance of the award.
