ORDER GRANTING STAFF’S REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL TIME TO FILE RECOMMENDATION

On April 1, 2003, Choctaw Telephone Company filed an application asking the Commission to approve an interconnection agreement between Choctaw and Sprint Spectrum, L.P.  In its order issued on April 3, 2003, the Commission directed its Staff to file a recommendation regarding approval of that interconnection agreement by May 3.  On May 1, Staff filed a motion asking for an additional week in which to file its recommendation.  Staff indicates that the additional week is needed so that Staff can work with Choctaw and Sprint to revise the agreement so that Staff can recommend its approval.  Staff indicates that neither Choctaw nor Sprint object to the requested extension.

Staff’s request is reasonable and will be granted.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Staff’s Request for an Enlargement of Time Within Which to File Its Recommendation is granted.  

2. That Staff shall file a memorandum advising either approval or rejection of the interconnection agreement between Choctaw Telephone Company and Sprint Spectrum, L.P. no later than May 12, 2003.

3. That this order shall become effective on May 12, 2003.
