ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On May 19, 2003, the Commission issued an order scheduling a prehearing conference for May 22, 2003, and directing the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule by May 27, 2003.  On May 21, 2003, MoKan Dial, Inc., filed a motion requesting that the Commission postpone the prehearing conference as the parties have resolved the disputed issue.  MoKan indicated that although the parties will file an amendment to the interconnection agreement as soon as possible, they will not be able to do so before the May 22 prehearing conference.   By order issued May 21, 2003, the Commission canceled the prehearing conference.  The Commission did not, however, suspend the deadline for the filing of a proposed procedural schedule.

In order to ensure that this case proceeds in a timely manner, the Commission will direct the parties to file either (1) a proposed procedural schedule; or (2) an amended interconnection agreement.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than June 6, 2003, the parties shall file either (1) a proposed procedural schedule; or (2) an amendment to the interconnection agreement.

2. That this order shall become effective on June 6, 2003.
