ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On July 22, 2003, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, L.L.C. and Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a SBC Missouri (SBC), filed their interconnection agreement with the Commission.  On August 1, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed its pleading recommending that the Commission approve the interconnection agreement.  Staff points out that several of the provisions in the agreement are somewhat different from what the Commission’s Arbitration Order directed.  However, Staff indicates that it believes that the proposed interconnection agreement meets the requirements of Section 252 (e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, and that all language, including further-negotiated  language, conforms to the Commission’s Arbitration Order and to Section 251 of the Act. 

On August 5, 2003, MCImetro filed a response to Staff’s pleading.  MCImetro states that both parties have signed the agreement and have agreed to its language.  MCImetro requests that the Commission approve the interconnection agreement. 

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) states that unless otherwise ordered by the Commission, parties shall have not more than 10 days in which to file responsive pleadings.  In order to resolve this matter expeditiously, the Commission will require that any responsive pleadings be filed in 7 days instead of 10 days. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than noon on August 12, 2003, either Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a SBC Missouri, or the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission may file a response to the August 5, 2003 pleading of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC.  

2. That this order shall become effective on August 12, 2003.
