ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On November 7, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing the City of Springfield, Board of Public Utilities (Respondent or City Utilities), and the Commission’s Staff to file supplemental pleadings addressing certain questions.  The Order directed the pleadings to be filed no later than November 12, 2003.

On November 12, 2003, Respondent filed a pleading that, among other things, requested that Respondent be granted a two-week extension of time, to November 26, 2003.  Also on November 12, 2003, Staff filed its response.  Staff indicates that its pleading was filed “with great haste” in order to comply with the Commission’s deadline. 

The Commission finds that Respondent’s request for an extension of time is reasonable and should be granted.  Staff may also file a supplemental pleading to more thoroughly address the Commission’s November 7 Order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the request for an extension of time to November 26, 2003, filed by the City of Springfield, Board of Public Utilities, is granted.  The deadline for the City of Springfield, Board of Public Utilities, to file its the supplemental pleading is extended to November 26, 2003.

2. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission may file a supplemental pleading by November 26, 2003.

3. That this order shall become effective on November 24, 2003.
