ORDER SCHEDlJLING HEARING

On May 6, 1997, American Communications Services, Inc. (ACSI) and 

Southwestern Bell Telephone Company (SWBT) filed a Joint Application for 

approval of an Interconnection Agreement. The Commission has concerns 

regarding certain provisions contained ln Section 6. 0 of the Resale 

Appendix to the Interconnection Agreement, and thus will schedule a 

hearing on Wednesday, July 30, 1997 at 10:00 a.m. to give the parties an 

opportunity to respond to Commissioner questions. Because the operation 

of law date lS August 4, the Commission finds that the public necessity 

requires that a hearing be held on shorter than 10 days' notice, pursuant 

to 4 CSR 240-2.110(2). 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 

1. That a hearing will be held on Wednesday, July 30, 1997, at 

10:00 a.m. ln the Commission's hearing room on the fifth floor of the 

Harry S Truman State Office Building, 301 West High Street, Jefferson City, 

Missouri, for the purpose of addressing Commissioner questions.
